The Lord’s Supper is observed every Sunday as the climax of covenant
renewal worship. We invite to the Lord’s Table all those who are baptized
disciples of Jesus Christ, under the authority of Christand hisbody, the Church.
By eating the bread and wine with us as a visitor, you are acknowledging
to the elders of this local church that you are in covenant with God as an
active member of a congregation in which the Gospel is faithfully confessed,
taught, and believed. If you have any doubt about your participation, please
speak to one of the elders or the pastor before or after the service. Note: The
middle circle of cups in each tray contains grape juice, the larger outer ring
contains wine. (The grape juice has a darker color than the wine.)

Holy Trinity Diagram (Front Cover)

No symbol can adequately comprehend the richness of
the reality and bundant life of our Triune God. The shield
on the front cover depicts something of the Unity in Trin-
ity and Trinity in Unity that is the living and true God in
whom we trust. At the center of the circle is Deus (Latin
for “God”). Reading out from the center along the three
spokes the unity of the Godhead is represented: Deus
est Pater = God is the Father and the Father is God, Deus
est Filius = God is the Son and the Son is God, Deus est
Spiritus Sanctus = God is the Holy Spirit and the Holy Spirit is God. Reading
around the circumference of the circle the distinctions between the Persons
are noted: Pater non est Filius = The Father is not the Son, Filius non est Spiritus
Sanctus = The Son is not the Holy Spirit, Spiritus Sanctus non est Pater = The Holy
Spirit is not the Father.

Sermon Notes & Prayer Requests
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The Lord’s Service Explained

The Opening Trinitarian Confession

After the opening hymn the minister proclaims: “In the Name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” To which the people respond with
a hearty, “Amen!” Why do we say this every week?

For one thing, we are carefully identifying ourselves and our worship as
Christian. As baptized believers we bear the Name of Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. This is the God we worship. This is the God under whose authority
and in whose presence we live and die. This is our Lord who serves us in
worship. We don’t trust in or worship some generic “god.” We praise the
true God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

The Bible clearly admonishes the faithful: “whatever you do in word or
deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father
through Him. (Col. 3:17; also Eph. 2:18; 1 Cor. 12:3). The liturgy includes
this right up front so as to insure that we remember that everything that
happens in the service comes under the sign of our Three-Personed God.
We solemnly and publicly call God and the world to witness that we are
“gathered together” in his Name (Matt. 18:20) and in that Name alone we
offer our prayers, praise, and thanksgiving (John 16:23).

Give careful consideration to the fundamentally trinitarian nature of our
worship as a whole. We don’t simply say the Name of Father, Son, and
Holy Spirit at the beginning of the service. Although we cannot be remind-
ing everyone of this at every point in the worship service, nevertheless, we
should always remember that Christian worship must be explicitly trinitar-
ian in content and shape.

James B. Torrance says it well, describing two views of worship:

A unitarian view that worship is what we, religious people, do to try
to please God, and a trinitarian one, where worship is the gift of grace
to participate through the Spirit in the incarnate Son’s communion
with the Father—the way of joy and peace and confidence. The church
which takes her eyes off Jesus Christ, the only mediator in worship, is
on the road to becoming apostate. There is no more urgent need in our
churches today than to recover the trinitarian nature of grace—that it is
by grace alone, through the gift of Jesus Christ in the Spirit that we can
enter into and live a life of communion with God our Father” (Worship,
Community & the Triune God of Grace [Downers Grove, IlI: InterVarsity
Press, 1996], p. 59).

We have access to the Father though Jesus Christ in one Spirit (Eph. 2:18).
The Spirit enables us as a congregation to draw near to the Father through
the Son. That’s what’s happening this morning. You are graciously being
drawn into the personal relations between Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
